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The midpoint of session has passed and committee action on bills from the opposite chamber has begun.  The most recent revenue forecast is expected on Thursday, March 17th and all of the indicators are pointing to revenues continuing to decline.  With the publishing of the revenue forecast, the budget work for the 2011-13 biennium will begin in earnest.  Everyone is expecting a long and grueling last month and one half of session with most like a special session at the end.  

HB 1561 died in the House Rules Committee on Monday and will not be considered again this session.  Thank you to all of the WSRS members who contacted their legislators regarding the potential impacts of this legislation.

HB 1311 (improving health care in the state using evidence-based care), the Dr. Bree Collaborative, passed out of the House and is currently in the Senate.  While some changes have been made, this bill remains a concern because of its potential far reaching impacts on both state covered reimbursements as well as private reimbursement for services.  We will be working in the Senate to continue to improve this bill.
